Charles arrives in N.Y. ' 
NEW YORK (UPI ) - Britain's Prince Charles 

toured the Big Apple by land, sea and air on his fint 
visit Wednesday with an army of 1,300 policemen on 
hand to protect him from any untoward shenanigans 
by Irish Americans. 

The prince arrived at Kennedy Airport at 10:09 
a.m. aboard a British Airways Concorde supersonic 
jet and then took a helicopter tour of Manhattan on 
the way into town. 

The highlight of the 24-bour visit was attendance at 
a benefit performance of "Sleeping Beauty" by the 
Royal Ballet at the Metropolitan Opera House with 
First Lady Nancy Reaaan. 

Other honored guests at the ballet included Mayor 
Edward Koch and Kurt Waldhelm, secretary general 
of the United Nations. The 3,700-seat opera house 
was sold out. 

THE 1,381 police assigned by the city to guard the 
prince were alerted to a planned demonstration near 
the Opera House by some 2,000 Irish Americans 0p-

posed to the vi sit. 

The demonstrators were to include Jolin SandI, 
Malachy McCreesh and Elizabeth O'Jflra, relatiYes 
of three Irish hunger strlken who died In the Maze 
prison in Belfast last month. 

Upon his arrival in Mlnbattan, the prince was

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Anyone acquainted with William 
Burroughs' work knows that the word 
"novel" applies as much to his method 
as it does to his product.

He established his reputation with 
the bracing, imagistic, scatological 
Naked LUDCb, the title suggested by his 
friend Jack Kerouac ("Naked lunch -
a frozen moment wben everyone sees 
what is on the end of every fork") . Sub-
sequent works - The Ticket Tbat 
Exploded, Non Express, The Sofl 
MachiDe and WUd Boys - are known 
as much for their abrasive content as 
they are for their experimental techni-
ques, including the famous cut-up and 
fold-in methods where the reader is in-
structed te "cut along the lines." In the 
new book, the experiments are over 
and a straightforward narrative 
emerges. It's a detective novel - of 
sorts. 

IT IS NOT the kind of mystery Ray-
mond Chandler, Dashiell Hammett or 
either Ross and Jobn MacDonald would 
deliver. The protagonist, "Clem Snide, 
private asshole," is no Marlowe, Sam 
Spade, Lew Archer or anyone of that 
ilk. Clem is a drug-taking homosexual, 
conversant with black magicians and 
ancient death rites related to the 
passage of the soul. 

On the face of things, Clem's assign-
ment is simple: solve the murder of an 

the border. 
Like most of Burroughs' previous 

work, Cities of Ihe Red Night is concer-
ned with breaking up and recreating 
the reader's concept of the world . 
Burroughs ' fiction borders on 
mythologies of the future. Revolt and 
counter-revolt (in this case about 
Spanish colonial governments in the 
New World ) are matched with 
revolutionary attitudes toward time, 
space and eros. His heroes are pirates 
who liberate New World denizens from 
Old World deaths of acquisitiveness, 
boredom and convention. 

Still, Cities of Ihe Red Night is 
Burroughs' most conventional novel to 
date. Its elaborate plot and crystalline 
prose remind one of Conrad, a "con-
ventional" writer whom Burroughs 
greatly admires. In exchange for the 
accessible, extended story of Clem 
Snide on the trail of cosmic con-
sciousness, the vivid, poetic images of 
Burroughs' earlier prose disappear. 
His fans will miss the verbal 
pyrotechnics , but those new to 
America 's greatest living Dadaist will 
marvel at the expanse of imaginative 
horror as the novel progresses toward 
the final , inevitable battle.
