This Saturday, local skaters 
will celebrate the art and cul-
ture of skateboarding at the 
first annual Cut and Paste 
Film Festival in Shambaugh 
Auditorium. 

Five local skateboarders spent 
the last year (and $2,200 of UI 
money) putting together the fes-
tival, which will be free and run 
from 2:30 p.m. to midnight, with 
short breaks every hour. 

Award-winning filmmaker 
Helen Stickler will speak and 
show her documentary Stoked, 
after which she will answer 
questions. The film is about a 
pr.:ofessional skateboarder from 
the '80s who raped and mur-
dered his girlfriend after his 
mental condition declined. 

Short fictional films, anima-
tion, documentaries, and experi-
mental films will be shown 
throughout the day. Skate-
boarding zines and skate-
rock/punk records will be on 
hand to keep the audience 
entertained during the breaks. 
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The festival inclulies submis-
sions from all over the country, 
Puerto Rico, England, and even 
two UI students. 

Co-coordinator Dave Under-
hill said the purpose of the feeti-
val is to have a good time and 
take advantage of the resources 
that the university provides. 

"One day it just hit me that 
fd never heard of a skateboard· 
ing film festiva1," he said. "So I 
figured, 'Why don't we do that?'" 

The dream became a reality 
after Underhill and four other 
coordinators formed a student 
group in order to receive funding. 

"The festival is a response to 
the coounercialization of skate-
boarding and its images," 
Underhill said. "We kind of feel 
like the skateboarding image 
has been taken out of the hands 
of the boarder." 

He said be's gotten a good 
response to the festival from peo-
ple who don't even skateboard. 

"I wouldn't be surprised if 
most of the audience is made up• 
of non-skateboarders," he said.
