WARNING: do not raise the volume above 0.0 db or clipping may occur.

The point can by holding down the option key and clicking on it.

Edit points can be acted on by the Vertical I-Beam Cursor Tool, as discussed in class.

Edit points can be created using the Pencil Tool, which is shown on the right, below:
